• Season/Dates: Cheerleading tryouts are 
held in March and practices begin soon af-

terwards. Cheerleaders are asked to attend 
a 3 1/2 day cheerleading camp in the sum-

mer. Cheerleaders attend all home girls and 
boys basketball games as well as all home 

and away championship games. Practices 

are usually held 3-4 mornings per week in 
the fall. Cheerleaders also compete in the 

IESA State Championship in December.  

• Requirements: Girls interested in cheer-
leading are judged on jumps, dance, cheer, 
and tumbling. Girls must maintain school ac-

tivity requirements as stated in the hand-

book.  

• Uniform Fees: Cheerleaders are expected 
to purchase shoes and briefs.  

• Additional Cost: Cheerleading camp, camp 

outfits, pictures, and sweatshirts are addi-

tional costs.  There are scholarships avail-

able if a financial hardship exists.
