First Grade 

 
In first grade, we have recently 
finished learning about a variety of 
community helpers.  We were 
fortunate enough to have several 
visitors throughout our unit including a 
nurse, firefighter, and a veterinarian.  
To conclude our unit, students took 
time to reflect on what they learned as 
well as their future occupation choice.  
Coming up, we are looking forward to 
a field trip to Tanner’s Orchard and 
learning more about apples.  We will 
be discussing the types, many uses, 
and parts of an apple as well as the 
seasons of an apple tree. 
 
 
 
 

Second Grade 
The Wilson second graders are busy 
learning about butterflies!  Each 
student has been observing the 
metamorphosis of caterpillars into 
painted lady butterflies in their own 
classrooms.  On Monday, September 
14th, the students saw the first larva go 
into the pupa stage and enter its 
chrysalis.  During the week of 
September 14th, the painted ladies 
began to emerge from their 
chrysalides as recognizable butterflies.   
A farewell send-off was then held as 
the butterflies were released to lay 
eggs and continue their life cycle.  
Second graders will be spending time 
on Tuesday, Wednesday, and 
Thursday afternoons learning more 
about butterflies in Miss Jeffers’ class 
as part of the 2nd grade science/social 
studies rotation schedule.  Later in the 
month, students will begin studying 
dinosaurs with Mrs. Couri and Pilgrims 
with Mr. Schulze.  Be watching for 
more fun activities from Woodrow 
Wilson’s Spectacular Second Graders! 

 
 
 

Wilson Library Lines 
 

This month we have added a new 
system for checking out our books in the 
library. Each student has a Marking Tool 
(a decorated paint stick) that they use as 

a place holder to look at books. By 
sliding in the marking stick, they are able 

to know where the book goes back on 
the shelf.  If a student doesn’t want to 

check out the book, they slide it back in 
and take their marking stick out. Each 
student uses a marking tool that has 

their class number on it. When they are 
ready to check out, they bring their 
book(s) to the desk and place their 

marking tool in the container. 
The marking sticks are placed back on 
the bookshelf top for each class to use. 
This new system has been implemented 
with all K-2 students. It is modeled after 

similar systems used in Pekin and 
Washington. So far the largest number 
of books to reshelf has been 10 books 
after one class! This allows for more 

time to create other fun 
library/technology projects. Please ask 

your student about our wonderful 
marking sticks and their “shopping”
