Woodrow Wilson is a C.A.T.C.H school 

and we feel that our obligation is to 

introduce children to new foods with 

a focus on healthy foods.  Every child 

needs to try one bite of the items on 

their tray and if they like it, they are 

encouraged to eat as much as they 

like.  If they do not care for the item, 

they do not need to eat any more.
